Vassarand Cornell have done a
splendid work, let Astor, A. T. Stewart and
other millionaires do likewise, thus mani-
festing some gratitude for all that women have
done for men and boys in the past.

RELEASE OF THE JACKNELL PRISONERS.

On Weduesday night “ Colonel ** Nagle, aud the other
prisoners charged with having been concerped in the
Jacknel expedition, were releasod unconditionally by
order of the government. The Jacknell, or Erin's
Hope, was the name of the vessel alleged o have been
gent by the Feniaus to the coast of Ireland for the pro-
motion of their canse. Colonel Nagle, who seems rather
improved in appearance, was yesterday recognized in
different parts of the city. He paid a visit to Mr. Train
in the Tour Cuurts, and seemed much interested in the
various courts and the differen. cascs at hearing. It is
understood that at the end of the week he and the other
persons who were liberated purpose leaving Ireland for
America.—Freeman’s Journal.

that they will demand certain pledges (favorable to Trish
inlerests and Irish nationality), and they will vote en
masse for the party which gives the most satisfactory and
sincerest pledges. If the Irish could be induced to do
this, there can be no doubt they could elect whichever
candidate they liked. But I fear the new society has un-
dertaken a most arduous task.—Dr. Holland's Correspon-
dence in the Iishman.

THE ‘‘JACKXPLL " PRISONERS AND MR. TRAIN.

A correspondent of the Express, writing from
Cork on Thursday, says :

Throughout this day numerous visitors called on Mr.
Train at the hotel, and about two o'clock he entertained
all his friends to dinner. The feast, however, was marred
by the appearance of a messenger irom the ship, who
came to urge the immediate departure of the emigrants,
as the tender wis about to move off.  Mr. Train had only
time in the confusion of the departure to call for three
cheers tor Colonel Nagle and the men of the “Jacknell,”
which was responded to with cnthusiasm. Colonel
Nagle, accompanied by Mr. Train and his friends, then
hurried to the wharf, where they were rccoived by the
large crowd which asscmbled with cheers. The hands
of the suspected Fenians were wrenched right and left
with unpleasant eagerncss, and Mr. Train was lrustled
aboutasif he was a pretious plaything. Thescenewasa
curious one as the tender moved off, with hundreds of
green boughs raised in the air, cheers ringing over the
curses of the boatmen, the relutives of (he emigrants’
half-sobs, half-checrs, the world chaes of trundling lug-
gago, and the figure of Colonel Nugle en the poop kissing
farewcil to Ircland and the assembled throng. As the
tender at last parted from the wharf, and struck out into
the bay, Colonel Nagle stepped forwavd and gave ‘* Three
cheers for Train and Liberty,” to which Mr. Train
ghouted wildly for three last oncs, for Coloned Nagle
and the men of the Jackne!l,” which roge in one fleree
hurrah, from every mouth on the wharf, and then the
Jast look of the emigrants turned towards the broad At-
lantic. The crowd had far increased in number when
the tender was observed returning home, and the most
demonstrative exhibitions of devotion to Mr. Y'rain, who
accompanied Colonel Nagle to ihe ship, were made in
anticipations of his landing. When at length the steamer
came olongside, and he landed, then he was surrounded
by a dense crowd ot men and wemen, almost all bearing
green boughs, and shouting for him in the most vociter-
ous manner. Mr. Train repeatedly bowed his acknow-
ledgments ; and when he reached the hotel he found
the erowd so clamorous. and increasing every moment,
that he was about to address them srom the window., But
he was dissuaded from this by the represen tations made
to bim of the danger in which such a proceeding might
place the license of the hotel. Every momeunt, expecting
that Mr Train woul 1 address them, the erowid grew Lo
extraordinary proportions, and threatened to test the
accommedation of the squarc ; but they werc compen-
sated for their disappointmeut by {he ovation with which
they greeted his dcparture for the railway at 5p.m. It
was with dificulty he could make his way through the
pressing crowd, and when at length he reached the sta-
tion, although the train was on the point of starting, the
demand of the crowd far a speech wus s0 unmistakable
that Mr. Train was forccd to address then. He spoke as
follows : ** Irishmen and Irishwomen! the train startsin
two miuutes! Four months ago I was arrested in your
town, and when I was asked for my autographs in the pre-
sence of the police, I wrote—* Pay the Alabama claims,
or fight—Release Nagle and ‘Warren, or war.” l\ly‘words
have come to pass. Ihave ai least extinguished one
proverb, tor I am a prophet in my own country as well
as here. The Alabama claims have becn acknowledged
(loud cheers). Nagle has been released (cheers). I am
after seeing Nagle off, and when he was Yeaving he asked
for three cheers for *Train and Liberty!® (Loud
cheers.) 1 rosponded with threc cheers for Nagle and
tho American ship in British waters®™ (great cheering;.

Whoever will go
down among the ignorant poor and examine
into their child-feeding, will see a ripe field for
sanitary missions for the saving of -children’s
lives, and the wants there extend faxr up through
all that pertains to the homes of the poor, and
invites a vast amount of systematic effort to
benetit them in accordance with the good
maxim, ¢ Corpus senare esl gnimam salvars.”
